Emily was born in the Guangdong Province of China and spent the first nine months of her life in an orphanage there. In 2002, her parents and big brother (who was ten at the time) traveled to China to adopt Emily and bring her home.  When she was five years old, she created the original concept for The Mommy Orphanage.  Cheryl loved the idea so much she expanded it into a book. The book was then brought to life by the wonderful illustrations created by talented artist Lauren Francis, and then published by Alexemi Publishing.
